Dear SEO:

This letter and the attached documents provide supplementary information to assist the SEO in the review and approval of the enclosed U.W. 5 permit applications.  The information provided herein is in response to discussions between our representative (Chris Moody, Wyoming Groundwater) and Mr. Jeremy Manley on September 23, 2005.
The enclosed well permit applications are for two water supply wells and one monitoring well associated with a heat exchange system (HES) that will be used to heat/cool facilities on the LCCC campus located in Laramie, Albany County.  Attached is a copy of text, figures, and tables that are part of LCCC’s application to the WDEQ/WQD for an injection well permit.  This should provide the SEO a comprehensive description of the proposed HES and related groundwater resource issues as requested by Mr. Manley.
To summarize, the two miscellaneous use wells completed in the Casper Aquifer will be used to supply water to the HES and to supply water for non-commercial landscape watering of the campus.  Only one of the supply wells will be active; the other well will be available for supply redundancy.  The monitoring well will be used to document water quality impacts to the aquifer, as required by the WDEQ.  As discussed with Mr. Manley, LCCC and the City of Laramie have established a cooperative relationship regarding the City’s concerns of water quality/quantity impacts in the vicinity of the Turner Wellfield.  Based on the proposed design of the HES, the City’s primary concern is the potential for cross-contamination via the landscape watering system piping.  A back-flow preventor will be installed to prevent cross-contamination.

As shown on the attached well schematics, flow meters will be installed on the supply wells to quantify instantaneous and annual production.  
LCCC has a driller ready to begin well installation and respectfully requests a RUSH priority on the permit review process.  Any questions or comments regarding the permit applications should be directed to myself or to Chris Moody of Wyoming Groundwater.
