Thank you for meeting with the LCCC-Albany County Campus Design Team to discuss grant and design details. We felt the meeting was very productive and that your office and LCCC are collaborating to make this project a success. 

Laramie County Community College-Albany County Campus would like to request the use of one of the WBC-DOE “loaner” anemometers and tower to perform a wind study. As you know, part of the awarded “Energy Grant” we received through your office included the purchase and installation of 2 medium sized and 1 small wind turbines. LCCC has reviewed the NREL wind performance map and identified the new proposed campus as a viable location. A wind study will justify that the site is the appropriate and economic location for the wind turbines. The study will also provide us with valuable details for turbine placement and selection.  We feel this is crucial step in meeting the goals of the grant and producing our own wind power.
Specifically we need a 30-50 meter tower to be provided.  The tower needs to be equipped with data modeling instrumentation that has internet data streaming and live downloading capability.  LCCC will provide the LAN internet hookup and pay for the installation of the tower and technical hookups.  We would ask your office to help us facilitate the data recovery and interpretation. 
Due to the nature of the weather and grant agreement conditions, we would like to install the anemometer as soon as possible.  Please provide us with the necessary loan agreement and/or documentation if this is something your office wishes to participate in.
